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Addendum - MCSL Rule Change Proposal for 2010 Season 

1) MCSL Rules for Competition Rule 11(g)(ii), which is titled Dual Meets, Meet entries - 
number of entries per event (this rule appears on page 46 of the 2009 handbook)] 

Currently, the rule states that “a team may enter no more than two relay teams in each 
event.” This applies to all relay events, including Events 3 and 4, Open Medley Relays, 
and Events 49 and 50, Graduated Freestyle Relays. 

I propose that this rule be changed to read, "A team may enter no more than two relay 
teams in each open age medley relay event, and no more than three relay teams in each 
graduated freestyle relay event." I do not propose any change to the scoring of the 
graduated freestyle events. Thus, the event would still be scored 8-4-2. However, if the 
proposed change is made, it would be possible for one team to score all 14 points. 

This change will increase the number of swimmers who get a chance to participate in relay 

events. The graduated freestyle relays are often the most exciting events in a meet. Many 

swimmers look forward to the chance to swim in those relays, and this gives three swimmers in 

each of the younger age groups a chance to do so. Most teams have at least three entries in the 

individual freestyle events. Therefore, there should be no problem with fielding three entries in 

the graduated freestyle relays. Also, because the addition of a third entry in events 49 and 50 

will fill lanes that are currently empty, this will not increase the length of a dual meet. 

MCSL Board: Not Recommended.  
While this proposed change does enable more swimmers to participate in relay events, 
it also requires that teams recruit six additional parent volunteers to serve as take-off 
judges for the final two events. Currently, the timers from lanes 1 and 6, who have no 
swimmers in their lanes for these final two events, are asked to serve as take-off judges, 
so no additional volunteers are needed. This could certainly add confusion and cause 
delays at the end of the meet. 

2) MCSL Events 13 and 14 (15-18 freestyle), 21 and 22 (15-18 backstroke) and 37 and 38 

(15-18 breaststroke). 

 

I would like to propose that events #13 and 14 (15-18 freestyle), #21 and 22 (15-18 backstroke 

and #37 and 38 (15-18 breaststroke) would be changed to 50 meter distance instead of 100 

meter. 

Rule changes instituted over the past two years which have added freestyle and relay heats for 

the older swimmers have done a great job of providing opportunities for our older swimmers 

and hopefully help keep them involved in the (MCSL) sport.  The complaint we hear most often 

from the older swimmers surrounds the length of the races, graduating from 50 meters swims 
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to 100 meter swims.  Teams tend to lose great swimmers and involved teens once they age up 

to having to swim 100 meter races.  Our current 15-18s and our recently graduated swimmers 

have said that they would enjoy summer swimming much more if all of the 15-18 races (except 

the IM) were to change to 50 meters. This proposed change may also allow for a more level 

competition between teams with and without dedicated year-round swimmers. If approved this 

change would reduce the time of the meet and therefore offset the additional time taken when 

extra heats were added.  

MCSL Board: Not Recommended. 

There is no evidence presented that teams are having difficulty filling lanes in the 100 meter 

events or that shortening the length of the races would encourage older swimmers to continue. 

It is also felt that 100 meters is an appropriate competition length for that age group.  

3) USA Swimming Rule 102.9.1 Addressing Eligible Swimsuits 

MCSL will adopt USA Swimming Rule 102.9.1, which addresses the issue of the design of eligible 
swimsuits for competition.  The new swimsuit requirements are very specific and technical in 
nature, but the most obvious restrictions/rules are as follows: 

1. Swimsuits for men may not extend above the navel or below the knee and for women may 
not cover the neck or extend past the shoulders or below the knee; 

2. No zippers or other fastening devices are allowed except for a waist tie on a brief or jammer; 
and 

3. Suits must be of textile material and must not be made of any rubberized type of material 
such as polyurethane or neoprene. 

Exemptions will be granted only for conflicts due to the swimmer’s religious beliefs or medical 
conditions. All requests for any exemption must be submitted to the Referee by the Swimmer, 
Coach and or Team Representative prior to participation in any MCSL sanctioned event for 
consideration.
